(grant writer from Graham). We’re going to start the process by trying to get a USDA loan to restore
the Water Tower. And the mayor talked about the process that took place last week and getting gravel
here and working on the south part of town (streets). The streets that were worked on were Austin,
Belknap, Commerce, Elgin & Graham. The gravel was 18 loads, and commissioner donated 6 loads
and his trucks & time to transport the gravel to the streets. We haven’t received the invoice from John

McNair that did the spreading of the gravel with his grader. This will be very costly for the city but it’s
up to the city to fix these roads.
